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INTERESTING FACTS  
 
 

 
 Tshipise means “something warm” in Venda.  The temperature of the spring water is 58º. 

 It has been told that in the early Twenties, Mr. George Fogwell, went hunting in the district of the Soutpansberg, where he accidentally 
came across a fountain while laying await for game.  Mr. Fogwell later realized that the fountain is a natural warm water spring and this 
popular holiday resort was then found. 

 There is no doubt that the local people were already aware of the natural spring. 

 In the old days, people from all over (in wagons that were loaded with camping equipment, bedding and cutlery) visited Tshipise. 

 Malaria and Bilharzia was very serious and the only healing method for these illnesses was to use brandy and “wynryt”. 

 Wild animals along the path were quite common and at night camp fires were lit to keep lions and predators away. 

 In the beginning, small mud baths was build with reeds around them.  The water was tunneled away from these baths for the people to 
use. 

 The visitors increased yearly and in 1934 the state took over the land. In 1936 the development was taken over by the board of 
executors for mineral baths.
